DECEMBER 8, 2021

Call meeting to order - Meeting was called to order at 10:15 AM by Debbie
Skinner. Board members present in person — Debbie Skinner, Skip West.
Board members present by zoom — Jim Kepler, Raymond Lacey, Fran McKay.

Public participation (no action will be taken) — There was no public
participation.

For possible action: Review and adoption of the agenda — Ray Lacey made
the motion to adopt the agenda and Jim Kepler seconded. It passed
unanimously.

For possible action: Elect Chair and Vice-Chair positions. Jim Kepler made
the motion to elect Debbie Skinner to be the Chair and Ray Lacey seconded.
It passed unanimously. Jim Kepler made the motion to elect Ken Gray to be
the Vice-Chair and Debbie Skinner seconded. It passed unanimously.

For Possible Action: Approve minutes — Ray Lacey made the motion to
approve the minutes from June 16, 2021 and Jim Kepler seconded. It passed
unanimously.

For Possible Action: Discussion and possible action on funding for grant
applications — Each applicant presented their event with the exception of the
Lyon County Fair & Rodeo, who wasn’t present. Under the rules adopted by
the Room Tax Board, an applicant that isn’t present to present is not awarded
funding. There was discussion on allocating what would have gone to the
Lyon County Fair & Rodeo to the other 5 applicants. The Main Street Car
Show also asked for $3,500 in their application, but also included $4,000 for
room tax advertising in the application in another section and asked that they
be considered to be funded for $4,000. Jim Kepler made a motion to approve
$1,000 more than requested to each applicant with Ray Lacey seconding. The
vote failed 2-2 with Jim Kepler and Ray Lacey voting to approve and Debbie
Skinner and Skip West voting to deny. Debbie Skinner motioned to award
the Main Street Car Show $4,500, which was seconded by Skip West. It
passed unanimously. Ray Lacey motioned to award the Night in the County
$11,000, which was seconded by Jim Kepler. It passed unanimously. Jim
Kepler motioned to award the Dayton Valley Days $3,000, which was
seconded by Ray Lacey. It passed unanimously. Debbie Skinner motioned to
award the Bulls for the 21 Century $11,000, which was seconded by Jim
Kepler. It passed unanimously. Jim Kepler motioned to award the Mason
Valley Beekeepers $4,000, which was seconded by Ray Lacey. It passed
unanimously.

GUIDELINES

As per Lyon County Code (Ordinance 336, Chapter 2) Transient Lodging Tax (Room Tax) shall be used
to advertise the resources of the County related to tourism, including, but not limited to, available
accommodations, transportation, entertainment, natural resources, climate and to promote special events.

The advertising is restricted to the following types of media: television, radio, newspaper,
magazine, internet, or brochures.

Your project/event if a one day event must provide at least 25% of the cash for that one day
event, or 0% of the cash for a two day event.

Applications must be complete to be considered.

Applicants must have a representative at the Room Tax Board meeting to be eligible to receive a

grant.

To be eligible for reimbursement, all expenditures must occur during the grant period.
This means radio, newspaper advertising, etc. must actually be performed, not just
contracted during the grant period. The actual date of the event doesn’t have to be in the
grant period, just the dates of the actual advertising. Reimbursements will not be paid on
statements or quotes, only on actual invoices. Invoice dates must be during the grant
period as well.

In consideration of any grant received from Lyon County and the Lyon County Room Tax Board
pursuant to this application, applicant, applicant’s agents, employees, successors and assigns, hereby
release, indemnify and hold harmless, Lyon County, the Lyon County Room Tax Board, its sponsoring
groups and organizations, their agents, employees and volunteers, from all damages, suits, claims causes

of action, debts and sums of money, at law or in equity, arising during the event and/or while traveling to
and from the event.
